INTRODUCTION

Your new Amaz-O-Thred is a powerful tool
which will thread Y&’/ to 2’ pipe or conduit using
your own die heads. As a power drive with a
geared threader it will thread 22" to 4'* pipe.
With adapters and accessories available, the
Amaz-O-Thred will perform a wide range of
tasks requiring a high-torque, low rpm drive
unit.

1. Read and understand the Instruction Man-
val.

2. Prevent accidental startings. For safety,
the Amaz-O-Thred is equipped with a dead man
safety valve which automatically shuts off the
machine when the operator lever is released.
Become familiar with the switches and their use
prior 1o operating machine.

3. Keep work area clean. Keep the work area
clear of clutter. Remove all oil or coolant spilis.

4. Wear proper clothing. Loose clothing can
get easily entangled in moving parts. When
operating machine, do not wear unbuttoned
jackets, loose sleeve cuffs, neckties, long hair,
etc. Safety glasses and shoes should be worn.

5. Always maintain machine. Keep machine
clean and maintained for safe dependable opera-
tion. Foliow lubricating instructions. Report any
unsafe condition for immediate correction.

THREADING OPERATING
INSTRUCTIONS

1. CAUTION: Use of hearing protection
device is mandatory at all fimes when operating
the pneumatic Amaz-O-Thred.

2. Check the air source o be sure that 60-80
ctm of air at 90-100 psi is available,

3. Screw stationary support rod into fitting on
theé side of the Amaz-O-Thred. (Fig 1).

4. Practically all makes of drop die heads

may be used. Consult the adapter table for the
correct adapter to be used.
Note: If 3 12R Ridge drop head is used, a "’
segment of the snap ring must be removed (Fig.
2) to provide an opening for the Amaz-O-Thred
arive kKey,

5. Insert die head or adapter into the Amaz.O.
Thred on the side showing directional arrow.
Push die head on adapter squarely into the drive
gear until retaining spring catches securely.

6. Apply Thred-O-Matic cutting oil to
pipe or conduit before starting thread; oiling
should be continued generously while threading.

7. Place the Amaz-O-Thred handle in the
right hand and the left hand on the gear housing.

8. Put the drive on the pipe as would be done
in operating a hand ratchet die stock. Lift the
handie to a vertical position.

9. With paim of the left hand against the face
of the die head, center the dies on the end of the
pipe.

10. While pressing the heel of the ieft hand
firmly against the die head, bring the handle
down quickly with the right hand, forcing the
dies to bite into the pipe.

11. Place 14" wrench on pipe (Fig. 3) and rest
handie on stationary support rod. Be sure to
leave ample space between Amaz-O-Thred and
pipe wrench: space must be greater than length
of thread to be cut.

12. The Amaz.O-Thred is equipped with two
control valves for your safety. The operating
lever control turns on the Amaz-O-Thred while
the rotating handle controls the forward and
reverse of your tool.

13. Cavution: Hoid onlo the Amaz-O-Thred
handle firmly to resist initial reversing torque.
Pipe wrench should be reset to permit the drop
head fo back off quickly.



THREADING WITH -
GEARED THREADERS

1. Be sure pipe to be threaded is properiy
secured in vise and that the geared threader is
adjusted according to the manufacturer’s oper-
ating instructions,

2. Insert No. 1041A square drive adapter into
the Amaz-O-Thred as is explained in Step 3, Page
2.

3. Slip 1041A adapter (installed in Amaz-O-
Thred) info the drive shaft of geared threader
and tighten the adapter set screw.

4. Before turning on Amaz-O-Thred, push the
handie down so that the operator’'s elbow is
straight and the weight of the operator is
squarely above the handles,

5. Be sure the Amaz-O-Thred is operating in
the correct direction.

6. Hold the Amaz-O-Thred handle in one hand
and apply cutting oil with other.

7. When threading is completed, switch direc.
tion to the reverse of what was required for
threading.

8. Be sure geared threader dies are free from
end of pipe before removing adapter,

MAINTENANCE AND
REPAIR

AIRFILTER AND LUBRICATOR

The air hose supply line must be equipped with
an air filter and lubricator. When operating the
pneumatic Amaz-O-Thred continuously, the oil
reservoir should be checked daily. Failure to use

OIL RESERVOIR

The pneumatic Amaz-O-Thred Is equipped
with an oil reservoir (located in the handle). The
oil level! should be checked pericdically and kept
filled with a 30 weight oil.

LUBRICATION
It is normal for some grease 1o seep from
gear case around drive bushing fo provide
adequate lubrication. Fill gear case periodically
with Gear Lube No. MC-519. Access to gear case
is gained by removing the %’ pipe plug on the
side of the gear case.

CUTTING OIL

To assure ciean threads and long wear of
chasers use Collins sulphur base cutting oil.

MOTOR

Lubrication is not required as the motor has
sealed ball bearings.
